Parents: Below is a basic list of supplies to start off the year. Please bring them on the first day
of school. Individual teachers may request a few additional items during the year, as the
need arises.
Note that students in grades 4-8 will receive a student handbook/assignment book on the first
day of class.
All school hard-bound textbooks must be covered with removable (non-stick) book covers.

 Flat-top hard side lunch box w/ full name printed on top
 1 box of Kleenex (please bring 1 per term or per teacher request)
 1 refillable water bottle, labeled with your child’s full name
 24 yellow No. 2 pencils- Ticonderoga brand preferred
 1 Set of colored pencils
 1, 24 count box of crayons
 3 Glue sticks/Glue bottle
 2 standard pink erasers
 Scissors
 12” Ruler: Non-flexible kind that is both standard and metric

 2 packs of Hand wipes
 2 packs of lined 3X5” cards
 2 packs of wide rule binder paper
 1 small soft pencil pouch
 1 single-subject spiral notebook for writing
 1 pocket folder
 1 bottle of hand sanitizer
 5 large non-stick book covers
